You will reach the entrance of the impressive narrow
gorge (Siq), leading to a marvelous and magical monument, where you will have a glimpse
of the Treasury, then you will continue to the street of facades, the royal tombs, the Cardo,
the temples, churches, museums. A wonder of the world, a UNESCO World Heritage Site
and Jordan's most precious treasure, Petra is Jordan's biggest tourist attraction. It is a vast
and  unique  city,  carved  into  the  rock  face  by  the  Nabataeans,  an  industrious  Arab
civilization, who settled here over 2000 years ago. after the visit, after the visit, transfer to
Wadi Rum, Jordan vast and echoing desert, for a 4×4 ride for (02Hours). Stunning in its
natural beauty, Wadi Rum epitomizes the romance of the desert. With its “moonscape” of
ancient valleys and towering sandstone mountains rising out of the sand, Wadi Rum is also
home to several Bedouin tribes who live in scattered camps throughout the area.
